Amanda Solomon

In February 2006 an accident occurred where my younger daughter, Amanda, was severely burnt in a methanol vapor explosion in Guangzhou, China.  It was a very serious burned as she had inhaled vapor into her lungs, so she had extreme trauma internally as well as externally, being on the face and hands.   
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 It took about three months of recovery time before we had some assurance that Amanda was going to return to normal in every way.   When everything looked perfect, and we knew that the scarring had been kept down to the minimum, and that she had not lost her sight in the right eye, Amanda began to complain that she had no energy to go outside and play with her brothers and sisters. She also complained about aching bones and pains in her legs and arms, and acted sad. Before her accident she was a very happy child, always dancing, laughing and having fun. Thinking that this could be something of a delayed shock on the body, I allowed her to rest as much as she desired and never gave it another thought.  Gradually her color in her face turned whiter and whiter, and then the complexion began to take on a light grayish look.  Longer and longer hours sleeping became the norm and progressively she began to eat less and less.  At this point I decided to take her to a doctor friend and full a check-up and a blood test was given to Amanda.

After several tests it was revealed that she had cancer in the glands of her left arm. It was hypothesized that the traumatic shock she had experienced three months prior was the trigger for the immunity dropping, thus, allowing the opportunist cancer virus to  take over her body cells.  Upon hearing the news I contacted a friend in the United States and I shortly thereafter received several bottles of Cansema along with other items to continue to help her skin to repair.  Occasionally Amanda would look in the mirror and remark that she did not like herself.  I bought happy music; I would carry her and dance for extended periods of time to encourage her.  She displayed a lot of fear, even seeing an open flame at first she would get hysterical. 

When the Cansema was put into Amanda’s forearm, a lot of redness was generated at the site quickly and there was some concern that her cancer was very active. I did notice that her white blood cell count was higher than normal but attributed it to the Cansema.  After 3 weeks of Cansema, her white blood cells had almost tripled, and I realized that they could not be maturing correctly growing at that pace. Amada did show improvement after Cansema was on her arm and in about a week she was eating more vigorously.  She was still fatigued easy but at least she was happy and attempting to play with her siblings, not as sad as she had been.  

After about a month, the gland in her left armpit began to swell and become sore. I noticed that the same effect to a lesser degree of the Cansema on the forearm was happening in her armpit, little pimples appearing even without Cansema being in that area.  I conjectured that this was a point where the body wanted to dump toxins, and that it was a weakness, so[image: image1.jpg]


 I decided to put Cansema on the armpit area.  
The reaction was extremely fast and I knew that we were facing some serious problems (that she had a cancer and other some serious issues). Once again I checked the white blood cell count and it was above the 40,000 leukocyte mark. My doctor friend advised me to go to an oncologist where he wanted to do bone marrow biopsies, which I refused.  The doctor was pretty certain that Amanda had acute lymphoblast leukemia which is common in childhood and young adulthood with a peak incidence at 4-5 years of age, and another peak in old age. Amanda at this time was 5 years old. Beacause the white blood cells were immature and continuously multiplying, I realized that she did not have much time, as an  overproduction of baby white cells in the bone marrow were unable to protect the body. It was then when we decided to leave China and reside in Ecuador to receive some stem cell technology from a scientist friend.
We made Amanda eat a lot of beet root and raw fruit and vegetables; kept her away from sweets and sugars and supplemented her body with blood-building vitamins and minerals. Upon arriving in Ecuador, she began a series of aloe vera injections from Mexico to stop the overproduction of white blood cells, which she took for 3 months every day. Every juice she drank was supplemented with aloe vera and immune builders were given to her in a daily basis, such as: Ecchinacea,  Astragalus, Colloidal Silver, Vitamin C, Cat Claw, Pau d’Arco, and Andrographis Paiculata.

I went very slow with Amanda in regards to using Cansema, since it uses up blood in destroying the cancer in the body, but I was consistent.  She was made to play in the sunshine with no creams and she was isolated from children outside of the family just to protect her immunity.  She had eschars coming out from her armpit and the top of the arm for over a year. In other words, she had many rounds of patches, not just one or two, thus killing cancer cells systematically in her body.  Slowly her energy increased, she eventually had no pain in joints, arms, legs; she was eating like a horse and she showed all the signs of vitality.  Today she is fine, with only a little scarring to remind her of the nightmare that she lived through. Presently we are working on this scarring and will not stop until she is happy with the way she looks.
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Here you see the cancer coming out of the armpit. 
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When the eschar is about to fall off, one must avoid the temptation of picking the scab as there are many rhizomes in the eschar.
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Here you see the Eschar has come off, revealing the rhizomes still left intact. Here one reapplies Cansema until there are no more reactions.
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When applying a fresh round of Cansema care must be taken not to extend the borders of the last Eschar. Try to concentrate on only one area so as to minimize scarring. 
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Here is what Amanda looks like today, two years after her event. She is happy, cancer free, with not much to remind her of her terrible burning.
